Q/Kiign Capital Planning to Compliance Timelines

Build a 3-5-year capital improvement plan tied to jurisdiction-specific regulatory deadlines.

Mgentify Available Incentives Early

Evaluate federal, state, local, and utility incentives before funding windows close.

:\f;tablish Internal Stakeholder Governance

Coordinate finance, operations, sustainability, and engineering teams.

yl\:odel Long-Term Compliance Pathways
Assess future scenarios to prioritize investments and reduce reactive decision-making.
